Classroom Success Plan and Positive Reinforcement

My goal is to create a positive learning environment where students feel free to take a chance with learning. Our classroom personal standards are:

1. Solve Problems
2. Make Good Decisions
3. Show Respect

There are a number of positive reinforcements that I am utilizing to encourage this supportive, safe environment. As a group, students earn points for following our personal standards to earn a trip to the treasure box on Friday.


Individually, students can earn Schardin Bucks. They can use this “money” for different items in the classroom, for trips to the treasure box, lunch with their teacher, and 2nd grade market day. Students can also receive Bulldog Bones around campus when they are caught demonstrating one or more of our Character Counts traits.


We use an adapted system of the card system in the classroom. Students who choose not to follow the Personal Standards will be asked to change their clup. The consequences and corresponding colors are as follows:


Purple = Super Student!


Blue = Great Job!


Green = Ready to Learn (This is where everyone starts each day)


Yellow = Warning, Make Smarter Choices


Orange = Teacher Choice (usually will sit out part or all of recess)


Red = Call Home and Referral to the Office

Daily behavior is reflected on the Behavior Calendar inside the homework folder. Please initial the calendar each day so I know you have seen it.

Homework

· Math homework will go home every day, Monday through Thursday and should be returned Friday in the Blue Homework Folder with the spelling homework. I expect homework to be done neatly and correctly. Please review your child’s homework to make sure they grasped the concept practiced.
· Spelling homework will be sent home at the beginning of the week after the pretest. Students must complete the spelling activities for the week and turn them in on Friday.
· Writing homework will come home one time a week during the 2nd trimester. Prompts are usually assigned on Monday and will be due on Friday.
· **Nightly reading will be assigned for a minimum of 15 minutes a night, or 60 minutes a week. More reading is always encouraged! Please initial the homework page and write the number of minutes read each night.
If homework is not returned, the child will complete the homework at recess.
Attendance


Consistent attendance is essential to your child’s education. Please have your child at school on time. If your child will be absent, please call the office to report their absence. If you know in advance, please email me and I can try to gather work in advance.
Star Student


Each week, we will spotlight one student in our classroom. Please see the attached Star Student Schedule to see which week your child will be our Star Student. Your student will come home with a poster the weekend before their week begins. Please help your child to complete the poster and return the poster on Monday of their Star Student week.

Scholastic Book Orders


Book orders are sent home on a monthly basis. I highly encourage you to order books from these fliers. The prices are far below retail and are a wonderful way to add to your child’s library at home. Additionally, book orders are an amazing way to add books to our classroom library! I will include instructions on how to order books with the first book order.
